"He is a disappointment. He has done nothing," says Khodr
Hayek, a businessman in the Haret Hreik neighborhood of
southern Beirut, an area of staunch support for the militant
Shiite Hezbollah.

He said Israel shouldn't build
settlements, but the Israelis didn't care. No one is listening to
him."

Others, however, are more inclined to give Obama a chance,
saying it is too soon to dismiss the new president after only
11 months in office.

"I don't think we yet know what his Middle East policy is
going to be," says Rami Khouri, director of the Issam Fares
Center for Lebanon. "I don't think he has shown us all his




cards yet. He has been preoccupied with other issues since
taking office, such as the economy, health care, Afghanistan,
North Korea, and Iran. These have been much more
pressing issues for him than Arab-Israeli peace."
